VWM EVENT SERIES on 5th MARCH 2010 TO CELEBRATE: 

*1970 YEARS SINCE HAI BA TRUNG, 

*THE CENTENARY OF INTERNATIONAL WOMEN’S DAY  

*45 YEARS OF THE THREE RESPONSIBILITIES MOVEMENT. 


On the occasion of the 1,970th year since Hai Ba Trung rose up in arms, the Centenary of International Women’s Day, and the 45th year of Vietnam’s Three Responsibilities Movement and to celebrate Vietnam’s Annual Film Day, the Vietnamese Women’s Museum (VWM) is hosting  a series of events including: a ceremony to launch the VWM’s new website, an opening ceremony for the exhibition “Images of Vietnamese Women in Film” and an object donation ceremony. 1. VWM website launch ceremony

The VWM will use its website as an effective media channel to promote  the Vietnamese Women’s Museum  and provide information for local and foreign visistors.  It will also be used as a tool to disseminate education programs and to foster international cooperation. Through the website our visitors will be able to easily access information about museum activities including exhibitions, research material, education programs, projects and international cooperation activities. 2. The opening ceremony of new exhibition-5th March 

The Vietnamese Women’s Museum and the Vietnam Film Academy are  jointly hosting the exhibition “Images of Vietnamese Women in Film”. This is the first major exhibition on Vietnamese women in film. The display includes 28 movie posters and 120 images from 131 well known Vietnamese movies from 1959 to date. The exhibition showcases Vietnamese women’s major contribution  during the nation’s fierce wars and in the peacetime national reconstruction. The faithful and brave women who fought against the enemy are shown through characters such as Mrs Hoai in “Sharing One River”; Ms Diu in “Days and Nights in the 17th Parallel” and Ms Duyen in  “When Does October Come?” 

In conjunction with the exhibition, the museum is also hosting a discussion “Dialogue with Actresses” at 9 am on March 12. At this event students and guests will have an opportunity to talk with famous Vietnamese actresses who are all recipents of the title People’s Artist. Those in attendance will include Tra Giang, Nguyen Quy, Bach Diep, Nhu Quynh, Minh Chau, Thu An, Hai Ninh, Dang Nhat Minh, Tran Phuong and Tran Luan Kim. 

4. Object donation ceremony - 5th March. 
Two students from the Hanoi Open University, Faculty of Fashion Design will donate their prize winning art work “Vietnam Beauty” to the VWM. Nguyen Thu Huyen and Dao Phuong Chi developed the piece from their  research work “Fragmented pieces must not fall into oblivion” which won the university’s first prize and a Ministerial Encouragment Prize. The art work is made from fragments of cloth which represent the traditional costumes of the nation’s 54 ethnic groups. Each unique costume reflects the cultural value of a particular group. Through their art work, the designers want to convey a message about every objects which are often seen as useless but can become valuable when used creatively.
