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Program Objectives
The City of Melbourne’s Young Artist Grant Program seeks to support the diverse arts and cultural activities for the benefit of Ho Chi Minh’s young artists. 

The program supports initiatives that achieve the following key objectives:


· Support the quality and diversity of visual arts practice of young artists in Ho Chi Minh and its role in reflecting its distinctive character;


· Express and explore the essential spirit of Ho Chi Minh as an exciting, contemporary and cosmopolitan city that values the culture of its community;


· Encourage innovative approaches to the visual arts;

· Result in the creation of new work that may be exhibited in Melbourne Australia:


· Encourage the imaginative and creative use of public spaces and galleries;

· Increase community participation in the cultural life of Ho Chi Minh;
· Showcase the work of the successful applicants in an exhibition hosted by the City of Melbourne in 2008

Young Artists Selection Criteria – Works On Paper
Open to visual artists from all backgrounds, the young artist must demonstrate creativity and innovation.

Works on paper may include drawings, prints, photography, watercolours etc

Applicants should be able to demonstrate creativity in relation to the projects and ideas they have worked on.

Proposals should be for the development of a new body of visual art works on paper and/or for the presentation of a new work or exhibition.

Applicants are encouraged to explore cultural diversity and/or multicultural identity.

Support is for young artists between the ages of 18 - 36 years of age from all backgrounds for the development and or presentation of innovative work.  

Applicants must provide evidence of age (eg. driver’s licence, birth certificate) and be no older than 36 years at the time of applying/at the closing date.

Applicants must provide support material to accompany their application such as videos, slides, drawings, photocopies, colour laser copies etc. The support material will not be returned.
Grants of up to $500 AUS are available and an artist fee of $150 will be provided to artists who participate in the exhibition in Melbourne, Australia in 2010.

Artists must provide work for the Melbourne exhibition within 2 weeks of the grant being provided.

Eligibility

It is anticipated that the Young Artist Grants Program will be highly competitive and only 10 grants can be awarded. To be eligible for consideration, artists must:

· Demonstrate a commitment to the arts through the support material submitted;

· Ensure the application is completed on the required form and received by the published closing date;

· Submit applications in hard copy format, not via fax or email; and

· Submit only one application per individual. 
· Previous applicants may apply.
Note the grants are not for: 

· projects that are required for the completion of an accredited course of study
· organisations cannot submit applications.

Canvassing or lobbying of assessment panel members by applicants is not permitted and will disqualify applications.
Assessment Criteria

An assessment panel will recommend funding for proposals that best demonstrate all the Essential criteria and some or all of the Desirable criteria outlined below.  

Essential Criteria 

· Artistic/cultural merit

· An innovative approach to the visual arts/works on paper
· Evidence that the young artist is committed to the visual arts

Desirable Criteria

· Ability to reflect or enhance Ho Chi Minh City’s cultural diversity (eg. ethnicity, age, gender, art practice)
· Capacity to reflect or critique local identity, culture and character
· Capacity in future to attract an audience for the work
· Ability to stimulate active community involvement/interest in the artform

How to Apply

What to include in your application
· All applicants must submit completed application forms, together with the following information that should not exceed 4 pages

· Detail how the grant will be utilised

· Detail relevant recent work history or career highlights 

· List of support material

How to present your application

Applications must be presented in the following way:

· Two copies of the written application, including the application form

· Support material is essential-slides/images/discs/CDs etc (note: no Corel Draw files are accepted)

· Black ink or printed type-face throughout

· White standard A4 paper

· Printing on one side of each page only 

· No staples or bindings

· Applications should be no longer than 4 pages

· Write clearly on your form 

Support Material
Applicants must submit support material to complement their application. This may include a CD-ROM, photographs, colour laser copies, photocopies, brochures, slides and reviews.  A maximum of twenty slides/images can be submitted. 

Support material must be clearly labelled with the applicant’s name and address and placed at the back of the application.  

Support material will be maintained to assist with any media or marketing, furthermore images may be utilised in the exhibition planned for Melbourne in 2010.
Terms and Conditions

Successful applicants may receive payment for the grant in a cheque or money order, or be required to open a bank account at the ANZ Bank in Ho Chi Minh City. 

Closing Date 5pm 26th February 2010
All applications must be received or post marked by the above date.  

Late applications will not be accepted.

Notification
Decisions will be made on the day of assessment and artists will be contacted by the Consul General as soon as possible post assessment.
Funding Allocation

Funding will be allocated after or at the launch of the program on the 5th March 2010.

Q:
Can I fax or e-mail my application?

Yes, you need to have a postal address in Ho Chi Minh. 

Q:
I am a student, can I apply for a grant?

A:
Students may apply for funding, however the grant cannot be used for their course of study.

Q:
Will I be able to apply for this grant  next year?

A:
The City of Melbourne has only committed to the 2010 funding.

Q:
When will I know if I’ve received a grant?

A:
Applicants will be notified of the outcome either by phone or in writing in early 2010.
Q:
Can I talk to anyone about my application?

A:
No staff is available to assist with applications. It is recommended that a more experienced person may assist you in your application. Also assistance with preparing your support material can help.

Q: 
Can I receive feedback about my application?

Unfortunately no feedback can be provided due to the lack of staffing resources.
Q:
If I get a grant do I have to provide the work in my application for the Melbourne exhibition?
A: 
No a mix of work can be forwarded, however the City Library Gallery has a very big audience and the work should be of a high quality for the exhibition.

I am a photographer, do I have to submit images or can I submit a disk?

A disk is fine as long as it is compatible to the Consul General IT (computer systems)
