ART TALK 15: ANCIENT QUAN HO
Quan ho is a unique Vietnamese folk music popular in Red River Delta, originated in Kinh Bac. Nowadays, two styles of Quan ho still remains: Ancient Quan ho and New Quan ho.
There are some major differences between Ancient Quan ho (also called Traditional Quan ho) and New Quan ho. Ancient Quan ho requires strict standards and regulations - it is the antiphonal singing in which men and women take turns to sing in challenges-and-responses; while New Quan ho is more simple. The traditional one needs no instrumental music, and no instrument can follow the singing in Ancient Quan ho.
However, it is hard to have a chance to enjoy a Traditional Quan ho singing session. Greenzoom, in the hope of finding and preserving a traditional cultural heritage, will organize Art Talk 15 with the topic “Ancient Quan ho” in Dau Han village in Bac Ninh city to bring you to the peaceful, warm and ancient singing as old as villages in the Kinh Bac.

Venue: Dau Han village, Bac Ninh city, Bac Ninh province

Note: Dau Han village is about 30 km from Hanoi; therefore, GreenZoom will organize the trip by bus. Transportation fee: 50.000VND/person, collected directly on bus. 
Depart from Hanoi by bus at 2 pm on 3rd, April, 2010. Gathering place is Hanoi Opera House at No.1, Trang Tien St., Hanoi. (It is recommended to park your motorbike/car in Nguyen Xi street.)

1. Information on Ancient Quan ho village: Dau Han – Bac Ninh
In the past, Dau Han village belonged to Hoa Long commune, Tram Khe district. As administrative changes, Dau Han now is part of Hoa Long commune, Bac Ninh city. The village locates in the Northern of Cau river, part of the Kinh Bac, has traditional Quan ho rooted in the genre of children’s songs (hat Dong dao). Villagers in Dau Han often sing for each other with standard-tune type in spring festivals, village and communal ceremonies, at Buddhist temples, in the fields or on the road. The next generations in Dau Han village inherit Ancient Quan ho singing through oral and self-study.
