From
there, we will walk to the original French Concession of 1798, and then
will go past many of the major buildings of French architecture in Ha Noi,
including the Hotel Metropole, the Opera House, the Museum of History,
and others. Learn of the French expansion within Ha NGi and its influence
on architecture.

Friday, 18 May, 7:30 PM - 9:30 PM
(French and Vietnamese with English subtitles)

In 1954, after the defeat at Dién Bién Phq, the first reception
centre for returning soldiers from Indochina was established in
Noyant d’Allier, Auvergne, France. For the Vietnamese spouses |
of French soldiers and their Eurasian children, it was truly a
climatic and cultural shock. Yet gradually, fish sauce (nudc
mam) became a local specialty and The Smile of Saigon bar a
popular spot as the newcomers settled in this formerly iron
mining town. 50 years later, that mix remains in that
community where the natives have in turn married the
Vietnamese.

As the son of a returning French soldier and a Vietnamese
woman, Philippe Rostan wanted to tell this unique story of
Auvergne before it fades into oblivion. Without comment
except for a brief introduction, the film lets the Vietnamese
women talk about their struggles to settle in this new country
so that their children could succeed in their newfound
homeland while not abandoning their traditions.

“A Little South East Asia”, an exhibition This exhibition is being held with the desire to help Vietnamese
people to learn more about the relationships between Vietnam and other countries in South East Asia,
and also to show Vietnam'’s sense of responsibility for introducing and conserving the area’s culture. In
fact, the countries in South East Asia are trying to co-operate with each other, so the construction of a
South East Asia museum is significant politically and culturally. Also it is meant to discover the similarities
and the differences among the countries and minorities within them. The “A Little South East Asia”
exhibition is a welcome for the new museum (which is being built) on the grounds of the Vietnam
Museum of Ethnology. Costumes from the Philippines and Laos are similar to Vietnam’s in their shapes,
designs, and materials used. And wooden boxes from Myanmar and wooden trunks from Thailand, host
Islamic pictures with the Prophet Salomon, the epic poems Mahabharata and Ramayana, and the lives or
people. All these things are in a small space of the exhibition, and viewers will learn more about the
countries, people, and the diverse cultures of South East Asia.

The first two floors of the Vietnam National Museum of History
house a permanent collection of bronzes, photos, plants,
pottery and miscellaneous artifacts, along with a small cafe and
shop. At the entrance to the second floor exhibits there is
magnificent silk embroidery. The third and fourth floors are still
under development but currently display an extensive temporary
collection of ceramic pieces from 1000BC to the 20" Century,
Pong San drums and both metal and stone tools.

This new museum is completely wheelchair accessible. There is a
ramp on the left of the stairs leading to the front door and a
circular ramp spirals to each of the four floors. There is also an
elevator.

To recreate the lives of migrant people and the problems they face in daily life, the Viethamese Women's
Museum has been cooperating with Light (the Institute for Development and Community Health) to host
a new temporary exhibition called Shining Night. The exhibition presents the stories of a typical group of
migrants who are representative of thousands of others earning a living in the Long Bien market area.
Day and night, they take part hard in manual labor, working as porters, rickshaw pullers, or carriers,
facing many difficulties and challenges while they work.

With the assistance of the community as well as other social organizations, the migrants managed to
overcome violence in their lives and now have an improved standard of living.

1. Bach Ma Temple Guidebook (White Horse Temple)
Learn about King Ly Thai T&'s dream and why the temple honors the White Horse Deity. This
guidebook offers detailed information on the history of Bach M@ Temple on Hang Budm Street,
including temple layout, translation of panels written in Chinese characters, as well as information
about the symbolism used in the temple. The guided walk contained at the end of this guidebook
provides an opportunity to explore and experience some of the same streets where the craft guilds
and merchants set-up within the third enclosure of the citadel.

2. Quan Thanh Temple Guidebook
This publication details the legends of Huyén Thién Tran Vi, also known as the ‘genie who guards
the Dark Heaven.” This guidebook contains detailed information on the history of Quan Thanh
Temple, as well as translations of the many parallel sentences and poems on the walls and columns
of this magnificent Taoist Temple. A walking tour of the bronze-casting village of Ngii X3, with its
Chua and bDinh and the enjoyable atmosphere around Tric Bach Lake is included.

3. Tran Quoc Pagoda Guidebook
The Tran Qudc Pagoda on Thanh Nién Road was founded some 1400 years ago, and it is one of the
most ancient Buddhist pagodas in Ha NGi. Nestled between West Lake and Tric Bach Lake, the
pagoda is considered a magnificent symbol of Buddhism in Viét Nam, and is one of the most visited
sites in the capital. This guidebook covers the history of Buddhism, the temple layout, and describes
in detail the different areas of the pagoda. A fascinating publication, which includes especially
commissioned drawings and photographs.

4. Pha Tay HO Guidebook (West Lake Palace)
Have you ever wondered who these doll-like statues in glass cabinets, in blue, white, red or green
attire may be? Phi Tay HO at the far end of the Tay HO peninsula is the most impressive pagoda
dedicated to the cult of the Mother goddesses in Ha NGi, an indigenous cult that seems to permeate
the lives of all Viethamese women in varying degrees. The guidebook describes in detail the
complex itself, then discusses the religion of the Mother goddesses, including its philosophy,
pantheon and rituals. Published 2004

5. Lan Ong Street Guidebook (Traditional Medicine Street)
Traditional medicine is very much alive on this particular street of the Old Quarter. This guidebook
not only describes the area in its historical context and current set-up, but also offers information on
a variety of Vietnamese herbal teas for the health conscious as well as a comprehensive pictorial of
Lan Ong Street. Published 2005, reprinted 2005

6. Bat Trang Traditional Pottery Village: A Self-Guided Walk
This guidebook focuses on the old section of the pottery commune of Bat Trang, a village with a
long history hitherto unknown to many outsiders. The guidebook is based on a self-guided walk.

7. Hoan Kiém Lake, its Legends and Temples: A Self-Guided Walk
