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Join us for a traditional Chèo performance in an atmospheric location. The event will showcase the stage, musical instruments, costumes, and typical characters of the “old” Chèo, with extracts from classic Chèo plays. In addition to enjoying performances by actors from the Việt Nam Chèo Theater, participants will also have the opportunity to enact their favorite characters. 
Hát chèo is a form of popular musical theatre dating back to the 11th century. Appreciated especially in the northern part of the country, the historical plays and social satires portray village characters such as farmers, herdsmen, craftsmen, and landowners. In addition, the singers also play the roles of clowns, drunks, and madwomen, criticizing and making fun of the village authorities in their performances. The traditional Hát Chèo musical ensemble consists of two-string fiddles, flute, and drums while modern re-creations use more instruments. His current artistic interest is Vietnam's legendary virgin warrior and early feminist Ba Trieu (225-248 AD) who pronounced these immortal words:

"I want to ride on the great winds to capture the sharks in the open sea, drive away invaders and free the country, destroy the bonds of slavery and not bend my spine to be concubine to anyone."

Ilza Burchett was born in Bulgaria and grew up in Moscow, Russia. She studied painting and mural art at the Fine Arts Academy in Sofia, Bulgaria from 1973 to 1978 and graduated with Master of Fine Art. Since then she works as an artist and has exhibited in Europe, Australia, South East Asia and China. 

Her art is abstract  -- in its meaning is oriented towards ontological questions of being -- and finds its reasons and inspiration in the history of art, in the primordial primitive aboriginal culture of Australia, the contemporary Western philosophical thought and Taoist philosophy, modern mathematics (set theory) and Nature, and her practice of Wudang Tai Chi Quan (internal martial arts). 

Since 2012 she is based with her family in Hanoi, Vietnam, where she also writes art reviews for The Hanoi Grapevine.

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The first two floors of the Vietnam National Museum of History house a permanent collection of bronzes, photos, plants, pottery and miscellaneous artifacts, along with a small cafe and shop. At the entrance to the second floor exhibits there is magnificent silk embroidery. The third and fourth floors are still under development but currently display an extensive temporary collection of ceramic pieces from 1000BC to the 20th Century, Đông Sơn drums and both metal and stone tools.  

This new museum is completely wheelchair accessible. There is a ramp on the left of the stairs leading to the front door and a circular ramp spirals to each of the four floors. There is also an elevator. 

Items are labeled in both Vietnamese and English and are well lit and displayed. Groups are welcome.

1.  Bạch Mã Temple Guidebook (White Horse Temple)

Learn about King Lý Thái Tổ’s dream and why the temple honors the White Horse Deity. This guidebook offers detailed information on the history of Bạch Mã Temple on Hàng Buồm Street, including temple layout, translation of panels written in Chinese characters, as well as information about the symbolism used in the temple. The guided walk contained at the end of this guidebook provides an opportunity to explore and experience some of the same streets where the craft guilds and merchants set-up within the third enclosure of the citadel.

2.  Quán Thánh Temple Guidebook 

This publication details the legends of Huyền Thiên Trấn Vũ, also known as the ‘genie who guards the Dark Heaven.’ This guidebook contains detailed information on the history of Quán Thánh Temple, as well as translations of the many parallel sentences and poems on the walls and columns of this magnificent Taoist Temple. A walking tour of the bronze-casting village of Ngũ Xã, with its Chùa and Đình and the enjoyable atmosphere around Trúc Bạch Lake is included.

3.  Trấn Quốc Pagoda Guidebook

The Trấn Quốc Pagoda on Thanh Niên Road was founded some 1400 years ago, and it is one of the most ancient Buddhist pagodas in Hà Nội. Nestled between West Lake and Trúc Bạch Lake, the pagoda is considered a magnificent symbol of Buddhism in Việt Nam, and is one of the most visited sites in the capital. This guidebook covers the history of Buddhism, the temple layout, and describes in detail the different areas of the pagoda. A fascinating publication, which includes especially commissioned drawings and photographs.

4.  Phủ Tây Hồ Guidebook (West Lake Palace)

Have you ever wondered who these doll-like statues in glass cabinets, in blue, white, red or green attire may be? Phủ Tây Hồ at the far end of the Tây Hồ peninsula is the most impressive pagoda dedicated to the cult of the Mother goddesses in Hà Nội, an indigenous cult that seems to permeate the lives of all Vietnamese women in varying degrees. The guidebook describes in detail the complex itself, then discusses the religion of the Mother goddesses, including its philosophy, pantheon and rituals.

5.  Lãn Ông Street Guidebook (Traditional Medicine Street)

Traditional medicine is very much alive on this particular street of the Old Quarter. This guidebook not only describes the area in its historical context and current set-up, but also offers information on a variety of Vietnamese herbal teas for the health conscious as well as a comprehensive pictorial of Lãn Ông Street.

6.  Bát Tràng Traditional Pottery Village: A Self-Guided Walk

This guidebook focuses on the old section of the pottery commune of Bát Tràng, a village with a long history hitherto unknown to many outsiders. The guidebook is based on a self-guided walk. There are three different circuits lasting from 45 minutes to two hours, all shown on a map.

7.  Hoàn Kiếm Lake, its Legends and Temples: A Self-Guided Walk

The area around Hồ Hoàn Kiếm represents the physical heart and spiritual soul of Hà Nội. Continuing the tradition of FVH to promote the understanding of Việt Nam's history and culture, this guidebook focuses on the history and legends, the temples and pagodas surrounding the lake. Also included is information on the large Báo Ân Pagoda complex, which was razed between 1886-1889 and left only the Hòa Phong tower still standing today.

This guidebook provides an insight and appreciation of the influence on Hà Nội of the French colonial period from 1873 until 1954. The three guided walks contained in this guidebook provide an opportunity for the reader to explore and experience aspects of what the people of Hà Nội have absorbed and made their own as a result of eighty years of French presence in their city.

9.  Hồ Tây – Walks Around West Lake

Hồ Tây continues to inspired writers, artists and photographers with its beauty, history, culture and religious aspects, but it also provides for its local residents a source of fish, water and a rich soil to cultivate a variety of plants and vegetables. This guidebook covers the legends of the lake, as well as its history and future plans for this rapidly expanding part of Hà Nội. The Friends of Vietnam Heritage’s Resource Center is on the 4th floor of the Hanoi City Library (Thư Viện Hà Nội), located on the corner of Trần Hưng Đạo and Bà Triệu streets. The FVH collection includes books and journals that focus on Vietnamese art, history and culture. 

In order to access the collection you need to get a Reader’s Card. Go to the office (just inside the main entrance of the library), fill out a simple form, and attach one photograph. You’ll also need to show your passport and pay an annual fee of 22,000 VND. After becoming a member, show your card whenever you go in.

The FVH collection is for reference only. You cannot remove the books from the library. Please note that the Reader’s Card does not authorize the holder to borrow other books from the main library. If you want a Borrower’s Card for checking out non-FVH books, you will need to fill out another form to receive one. 

Library Opening Times: Every day Monday to Friday except Thursday morning of the first and third week of the month. Daily times: 8:00 AM – 12:00 PM and 1:30 – 5:00 PM. Closed on weekends and national holidays.
